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Recipes
Garlic Apple Pork Roast

 4 pounds boneless whole pork loin roast
12 ounces apple jelly
1/2 cup water
2 1/2 teaspoons minced garlic
1 tablespoon dried parsley flakes
1 teaspoon seasoned salt
1 teaspoon pepper



Cut the roast in half: place in a 5-qt. slow cooker. In a bowl, combine the jelly, water and garlic; pour over roast. Sprinkle with parsley, salt and pepper. Cover and cook on low for 8 to 8-1/2 hours or until a meat thermometer reads 160º and meat is tender.

Let stand for 5 minutes before slicing. Serve with cooking juices if desired.

2 (14-ounce) packages gingerbread mix 
1 (5.1-ounce) package cook-and-serve vanilla pudding mix

1/3 teaspoon ground cinnamon 
1 (12-ounce) container cool whip

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Knitted Finger Puppet
© Beth Koskie, April 2007

Materials:

WW yarn (small amounts acrylic, I used yellow for 
duck, white for bunny)
Size 5 needles
Yarn needle
Scraps of black and other "detail" colors (orange 
for beak, pink for nose)

Basic Pattern – Body:
Cast on 10 sts.
Knit 16 rows (8 ridges).

Arms:
Row 1: Cast on 4 sts, knit across (14 sts).
Row 2: Cast on 4 sts, knit across (18 sts).
Row 3: Bind off 4 sts, knit across (14 sts).
Row 4: Bind off 4 sts, knit across (10 sts).

Neck:
Row 1: K2tog, knit 6, K2tog (8 sts).
Row 2: Knit across.
Row 3: K2tog, knit 4, K2tog (6 sts).
Row 4: Knit across.

Head:
Rows 1-4: Increase in 1st st, knit across (10 sts again 
at end of row 4).
Rows 5-8: Knit across.
Rows 9-12: K2tog, knit across (6 sts at end of row 12).
Bind off, weave in ends.

Make 2nd piece the same.
Using a blanket stitch, put wrong sides together, and 
sew the front and back together after putting on facial 
details.

Details for Bunny (make it in white)
1. Give him black French knots for eyes, and an upside 
down T for mouth.

2. Give him a pink French knot for nose, right above 
the upside down T mouth.

3. Give him a white pom-pom tail between ridges 2 & 3 
from bottom, in back, tying yarn inside the puppet.

4. Make two ears as follows:
Cast on 2 sts (this is the bottom of the ear).
Knit 2 rows.
Increase in both sts (4 sts).
Knit 15 rows even.
K2tog twice (2 sts).
Knit 1 row.
K2tog, end off.

5. Insert the ears along top decrease slope of head as 
sewing bodies together and secure them tightly.

Details for Duck (make it in yellow)

1. Give him black French knots for eyes.

2. Make top/large beak with orange:
Cast on 4 sts.
Knit 2 rows.
K2tog, knit 2 (3 sts).
K2tog, knit 1 (2 sts).
K3tog, end off.
Weave end off yarn to bottom of beak, on opposite side 
of cast on yarn piece.

3. Make bottom/smaller beak with orange:
Cast on 3 sts.
Knit 2 rows.
K2tog, knit 1 (2 sts).
K2tog, end off.
Weave end off yarn to bottom of beak, on opposite side of cast on 
yarn piece.

4. Sew top and bottom beaks to center of face, under 
eyes, and tie on back of front body piece.

5. Now, with yellow yarn and using blanket stitch, sew 
front and back pieces together (wrong sides together) 
until you get to center 3 sts at top of head. Here 
do a "loose" blanket stitch, with a short loop, longer 
loop, short loop (to look sort of like feathers at
the top of his head); secure last stitch, and continue 
around the body with blanket stitch.

6. Lastly, with yellow yarn, create 3 "loops" again on 
the back piece to create "tail feathers", again with a 
short loop, taller loop, and short loop; secure, end off 
by securely tying the 2 ends of the yarn inside the puppet.

VICTORIAN CHRISTMAS
MINI STOCKING

Supplies:
Worsted weight yarn (or size 10 thread for smallest stocking)
Size I crochet hook (or size 8 crochet hook for smallest stocking)

Shell: 3 dc, ch 2, 3 dc


Ch 2.  St St in 2nd chain from hook to form a ring.

Rnd 1: Ch 5 (equals 1 dc and ch2).  In ring just formed work [3 dc, ch 2] four times;  2 dc.  St St in 3rd chain of first ch 5.


Rnd 2: Sl St into next chain space.  Ch 3 (counts as first dc of shell), 2 dc, ch2, 3 dc (shell made) all into same space.  Ch 2.  [Shell in next space, ch 2] four times.  Sl St in top of 1st chain 3.  (equals: 5 shells w/ch 2’s between - a total of 10 “ch 2 spaces“)


Rnd 3: 
    St st in next 2 dc and into 1st space.   [Ch 3, 2 dc, ch 2, 3 dc] all in same space.
    3 dc in 2nd space.
    In 3rd space make 3 trc, ch 1.  Mark ch 1 with a silver pin.  Ch 2, 3 trc.
    In 4th space make 3 dc, ch 1, 3 dc.  Mark this ch 1 with a gold pin.  This is the top front of the stocking.
    In 5th sp make 3 trc, ch 3, 3 trc.
    In 6th sp make 3 dc.
    In 7th sp make 3 dc, ch 2, 3 dc.
    In 8th sp make 3 dc.
    In 9th sp make 8 trc.  (This is the toe of the stocking.)
    In 10th sp make 3 dc.
    Join in the top of the first ch 3 of round.  Fasten off and weave in ends.

Edging:
    Fold the stocking in half, right side out, toe pointing toward the left, aligning the halves of the stocking, gold pin at the top center.  Join yarn in chain with the silver pin: ch 1, sc in same chain, ch 2.  Sc, ch 2 in the next chain. Sc in next chain.  Chain 7 (for hangar), join in 1st chain of the ch7 making a ring.  Continuing in a circle around the ring just formed, 8 sc in ring, join in 1st sc of ring.  St st at base of ring catching in the top front and left side bar of sc on base row of edging.  [Sc, ch 2] in in next 3 trc;  [sc, ch 2] in next 6 dc (skipping the ch 1 with the gold pin in it);  [sc, ch 2] in next 3 trc.  [Sc, ch 2] in next 2 chains.
    Now, single crocheting through both thicknesses of the stocking from now on: sc in next ch (including the one with the silver pin in it).  Sc down side of stocking, catching sides together, putting one single crochet *between* all tr and/or dc, ending at the ch 2 space.  In the ch 2 space, make 3 sc.  Continue across bottom of stocking putting 1 sc *between* all dcs/trcs.  Stop just before last trc of toe, and fasten off.  Weave in ends.
    Slip 1 candy cane into the stocking, with the base of the candy cane in the toe.

Set of Three Christmas Ornaments 
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Materials: Worsted weight yarn - small amount - colors of your choice. 
Size H crochet hook.
Yarn needle
Ribbon or fishing line for hanger.

1 - Mini Stocking Ornament:
Ch 4, 
Rnd 1 - 5 dc in 4 th ch from hook, join to 3rd ch of beginning ch 4 with slst. Do not turn. (6 dc)

Rnd 2 - Ch 3, dc in same st as ch 3, 2 dc in each st around, join to top of beg ch 3. (12 dc)

Rnd 3 and 4 - Work even on 12 dc. Now work switches to rows.

Row 5 - Ch 3 [counts as 1st dc], dc in next 10 sts, leave last st unworked, turn. (11 dc)

Row 6 - Ch 3, dc in next 10 sts, turn.

Row 7 - Ch 3, dc in next 10 sts, end off, leaving 12" tail - use this to sew heel seam.

Heel:
Row 1 - Working in ends of sts of row 7, attach yarn with a slst to side bar of dc next to heel seam, with outside of stocking facing you. Ch 3, work another dc in same st, 2 dc in side of each of next 2 sts, 1 dc in st left unworked from row 5, 2 dc in each of next 3 sts, 1 dc in heel seam, join. ( 14 dc)

Rows 9 thru 13 - Ch 3, dc in each st around, join. At end of rnd 13, end off

Cuff:
Attach yarn you will be using for cuff with slst to any st at top of stocking, with, inside of stocking facing you.
Rnd 1 - Ch 1, sc in same st as slst, sc in each st around, join to beg sc with slst. (14 sc)

Rnd 2 - [increase rnd] Ch 1, sc in same st as slst, sc in next st, 2 sc in next st, *sc in next 2 sts, 2 sc in next st*, rep* - * around, join to beg sc with slst. (18 sc)

Rnd 3 - Ch 3, working in back loop only, dc in each st around, join to top of beg ch 3. (18 dc)

Rnd 4 - Ch 1, working in back loops only, sc in same st as joining and in each st around. End off. Weave in all ends. 

Stocking Hanger:
You may choose to use fishing line for an invisible hanger or attach yarn to cuff, with slst, in one of the unused loops from rnd 3, at heel position, ch 15, join with slst to same st, end off. Weave in ends.


2 - Mini Mitten Ornament
Ch 4, 
Rnd 1 - 5 dc in 4 th ch from hook, join to 3rd ch of beginning ch 4 with slst. Do not turn. (6 dc)

Rnd 2 - Ch 3, dc in same st as ch 3, 2 dc in each st around, join to top of beg ch 3. (12 dc)

Rnds 3 thru 6 - Work even on 12 dc. End off.

Thumb: 
Row 1 - Ch 5, sc in 4 sts, ch 1, turn. (4 sc)

Rows 2 thru 4 - Sc in each st across, do not ch 1 turn at end of row 4. End off leaving 12" tail for sewing.

Using yarn needle, weave yarn tail back thru top of sts on row 4, gather tightly (tip of thumb).
Sew sides of thumb piece tog, Attach thumb piece to side of mitten in 5th row. End off. Weave in ends.

Cuff:
Attach yarn you will be using for cuff with slst to any st at top of mitten, with inside of mitten facing you.
Rnd 1 - Ch 1, sc in same st as slst, sc in each st around, join to beg sc with slst. (14 sc)

Rnd 2 - [increase rnd] Ch 1, sc in same st as slst, sc in next st, 2 sc in next st, *sc in next 2 sts, 2 sc in next st*, rep* - * around, join to beg sc with slst. (18 sc)

Rnd 3 - Ch 3, working in back loop only, dc in each st around, join to top of beg ch 3. (18 dc)

Rnd 4 - Ch 1, working in back loops only, sc in same st as joining and in each st around. End off. Weave in ends. 

See "Hanger" above for Stocking pattern.




3 - Mini Santa Hat Ornament
Ch 4, 
Rnd 1 - 5 dc in 4 th ch from hook, join to 3rd ch of beginning ch 4 with slst. Do not turn. (6 dc)

Rnd 2 - Ch 3, dc in same st as ch 3, *1 dc in next st, 2 dc in next st*. Repeat * - * around, join to top of beg ch 3. (9 dc)

Row 3 - Ch 3, work 1 dc in each st around, join to top of beg ch 3. (9 dc)

Row 4 - Ch 3, dc in same st as ch 3, *1 dc in each of next 2 sts, 2 dc in next st*, repeat * -* around, join to top of beg ch 3. (12 dc)

Row 5 - Ch 3, work 1 dc in each st around, join to top of beg ch 3. (12dc)

Row 6 - Ch 3, dc in same st as ch 3, *1 dc in each of next 3 sts, 2 dc in next st*, repeat * -* around, join to top of beg ch 3. (15 dc)

Row 7 - Ch 3, work 1 dc in each st around, join to top of beg ch 3. (15dc)

Cuff:
Attach yarn you will be using for cuff with slst to any st at top of hat, with inside of hat facing you.
Rnd 1 - Ch 1, sc in same st as slst, sc in each st around, join to beg sc with slst. (15 sc)

Rnd 2 - [increase rnd] Ch 1, sc in same st as slst, sc in next st, 2 sc in next st, *sc in next 2 sts, 2 sc in next st*, rep* - * around, join to beg sc with slst. (20 sc)

Rnd 3 - Ch 3, working in back loop only, dc in each st around, join to top of beg ch 3. (20 dc)

Rnd 4 - Ch 1, working in back loops only, sc in same st as joining and in each st around. End off. Weave in ends. 

Pompom: 
You can use your imagination here - glue a ready made pompom to the tip of the hat, make a home made one from the same yarn used for the cuff, sew a small jingle bell to the tip.
