for it and made ten (10) squares from the skein then your squares are worth
approximately .23 cents each in PA. This would depend on your state tax as Pa is 6% sales tax.

3) You do NOT have to place a value on your items unless you want a receipt for tax purposes.
If you want a receipt for your tax purposes you must email me with your request and you must place a value on your item(s). If you would send a monetary donation, you will receive a receipt with the amount you donated.
4) If you request a receipt for your item(s) please specify if you would like one via email or 
snail mail. Otherwise they will just be sent out email.

5) Any item(s) that are received broken, stained, have holes in them will be thrown away and will not count as a received item(s). Please ask yourself if you will not use it, or wear it, nobody else will either.
6) If you have any question(s) regarding raffles or auctions with the auction website, your password you MUST email me, Mary Reinhart or Royce Reinhart as we are the only ones that can give you your password or fix the website.
All auction item(s) and raffle item(s) purchases do NOT count as a donation as you receive
items for your purchases. Donations of item(s) Online Angels receive is without any monetary consideration made.

 Orange Juice Cake

1 (3.5 ounce) package instant vanilla pudding mix
1 (18.25 ounce) package yellow cake mix
4 eggs
1/2 cup vegetable oil
1 cup cold water
1/2 cup butter
3/4 cup white sugar
3/4 cup orange juice


Preheat oven to 350 degrees. Grease a large bundt pan. Combine the cake mix, pudding mix, water, oil, and eggs together. Mix with an electric mixer on medium speed for 2 minutes. Pour batter into bundt pan. Bake for 30 minutes, or until knife inserted in cake comes out clean. Combine the butter or margarine, sugar, and orange juice in a saucepan. Boil this mixture for about 2 minutes. While still warm, poke holes in the top of the cake with a fork. Pour orange juice mixture over cake. When the cake is saturated place it on a plate, and dust top with confectioners' sugar.

IMPOSSIBLE TURKEY PIE


2 c. cut up cooked leftover turkey 
1 (4 1/2 oz.) jar sliced mushrooms, drained
1/2 c. sliced green onions
1/2 tsp. salt
1 c. (about 4 oz.) shredded natural Swiss cheese
1 1/2 c. milk
3/4 c. Bisquick baking mix
3 eggs

Heat oven to 400 degrees. Lightly grease 10-inch pie plate. Sprinkle turkey, mushrooms, onions, salt and cheese in pie plate. Beat remaining ingredients until smooth, 15 seconds in blender on high speed or 1 minute with hand beater. Pour into pie plate. Bake until golden brown and knife inserted halfway between center and edge comes clean, 30 to 35 minutes. Let stand 5 minutes before cutting. Garnish with parsley refrigerate any re- maining pie. Serves 6 to 8

Wittle Wuvies

(March 19, 2007-Cyndi Peters

Scrap ball of yarn, size doesn’t matter.  

If Crochet, Hook G or H 

If Knit, Needles 5 or 6

Knit or crochet a swatch in your favorite stitch (for crochet single or half double, no more)

I start with a base of 21 stitches and knit or crochet until the scrap yarn is used up evenly.  I usually try for about 10 rows of crochet. Bind off.  Fold swatch in half and place “eyes” on one side.  For eyes you can use buttons, felt or just cross-stitch on.  Be sure if you use buttons to tie on securely and seal with either white glue, nail polish or stitch type glue!  Whip stitch the top and long side shut, leaving a long tail to whip stitch the bottom closed after stuffing.  Firmly stuff the body with scrap batting, old socks cut into strips or old material scraps, etc. anything that is washable.  Then whip stitch the bottom closed with the yarn tail you left after stitching the long side closed.  Knot securely and weave in the ends.

For arms:  Leave a tail and Ch 7.  Skip first stitch closest to the hook and hdc in the next stitch 3 times,  sl st the next stitch.  SC in each stitch to the end, leaving the same length tail as you started with.  Make 2. 

For legs: Leave a tail and Ch 9.  Skip first stitch closest to the hook and hdc in the next stitch 4 times, sl st the next stitch.  SC in each stitch to the end, leaving the same length tail as you started with.  Make 2.

To attach legs and arms, pull the tails through edge of “body” (by pulling each tail through a different stitch it stabilizes the arms and legs better) and secure with a very tight know (I tie 3 times) and weave in ends.

Machine washable and dryable.
