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Recipes

Chicken Florentine Rice Casserole

Servings: 8

Ingredients:

3 cups water

4 cubes chicken bouillon

2 cups instant brown rice

2 tablespoons cornstarch

1/4-cup olive oil

4 boneless, skinless chicken breast halves

1 teaspoon dried thyme

1 teaspoon dried sage

2 teaspoons dried basil

1 teaspoon dried parsley

1 teaspoon dried marjoram

1 medium onion, chopped

2 (10 ounce) packages frozen chopped spinach, thawed and drained

2 cups cottage cheese

Salt and pepper to taste

1/2 cup Parmesan cheese

1/4-cup margarine

Directions:

1. Preheat oven to 350 degrees F (175 degrees C).

2. In a medium saucepan, boil 2 cups water and chicken bouillon. Stir in rice. Remove from heat, and set aside. In a small bowl, mix cornstarch with remaining water.

3. Heat olive oil in a medium skillet over medium heat. Place chicken in skillet with thyme, sage, basil, parsley, and marjoram. Cook until chicken is no longer pink and juices run clear. Drain and cube.

4. Stir onion into the skillet, and cook 5 minutes, or until browned and tender.

5. In a large bowl, thoroughly mix rice, cornstarch mixture, chicken, onion, spinach, and cottage cheese.

6. Transfer the mixture to a medium baking dish. Season with salt and pepper. Top with Parmesan cheese, and dot with margarine. Bake, covered, 45 minutes in the preheated oven. Remove cover, and continue baking 15 minutes, until surface is lightly browned.
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Fudge Upside Down Cake


2 Tbs. butter
1-1/2 cups sugar
1-cup milk
2 cups flour
2 tsp. salt
2 tsp. baking powder
3 Tbs. cocoa
1/2 cup pecans
1 cup sugar
1 cup brown sugar
1/2 cup cocoa
2-1/2 cups boiling water

Cream together butter and sugar. Add milk and stir. Mix the flour, 
salt, baking powder and 3 Tbs. cocoa, then add to creamed mixture. 
Put mixture into an 8X8 inch pan, and sprinkle with pecans. Mix 
sugar, brown sugar and 1/2-cup cocoa, and then sprinkle this mixture over 
the batter in the pan. Pour boiling water over all of the batter in 
the pan. Bake at 350 for 30 minutes.

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Patterns

Glor’s Cap

 

It's basically a rectangle to start.  The length of the rectangle is the height of the cap.

 

First, know what size hat you want to make.  Cut 2 pieces of fabric, or place the pattern on the fold lengthwise, the Diameter of  that size  + 2 inches longer, Example: (if width is 7, then length is 9)

Then add a 1 / 2 inch in each direction- for seam allowance.  I trim off the corners at the top, so that there's not so much bulk when its basted and gathered.  The main pattern is like if you took a piece of notebook paper and cut off the 2 top corners, diagonally.

With Right sides facing each other--

Sew the side seams.  

At the top, fold over one end about a 1/ 4 inch, baste it, then pull tight, lock the stitch. That's the top- all gathered.

 

On the other end, fold up 1/2 inch, then 2 or 3 inches- Sew-

That's the headband.

Put the hat right side out then fold up the bottom for the headband-

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Fairies and Pixies

Simply detach the flower from the stem of an artificial flower, turn upside down attach a round wooden bead (suitable for the size of the flower) to the end that came off the stem, draw closed eye lashes, round mouth and a little pink on the cheeks. Attach gold or silver string with glue gun (great if the bead has a hole in the top) and pull string thru top of an upside down small petal cap. Also makes wonderful Christmas tree decorations and sell well!
