This would depend on your state tax, as Pa is 6% sales tax.
2) You do NOT have to place a value on your items unless you want a receipt for tax purposes. If you want a receipt for your tax purposes you must email me with your request and you must place a value on your item(s). If you send a monetary donation, you will receive a receipt with the amount you donated.
3) If you request a receipt for your item(s) please specify if you would like one via email or snail mail. Otherwise they will just be sent out email.
4) Any item(s) that are received broken, stained, have holes in them will be thrown away and will not count as a received item(s). Please remember if you would not use it nor wear it, neither would anyone else.
5) If you have any question(s) regarding raffles or auctions with the auction website, your password you MUST email Mary Reinhart or Royce Reinhart, as we are the only ones that can give you your password or fix the website. All auction item(s) and raffle item(s) purchases do NOT count as a donation as you receive items for your purchases. Donations of item(s) Online Angels receive is without any monetary consideration made.
6) Any other question(s) MUST come directly to me.

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Recipes

Texas Cowboy Stew

2 pounds ground beef 
2 (16 ounce) packages kielbasa sausage, sliced into 1/2 inch pieces 
2 cloves garlic, chopped 
1 onion, chopped 
2 (14.5 ounce) cans peeled and diced tomatoes, drained 
4 medium baking potatoes, peeled and diced 
2 (15 ounce) cans pinto beans, with liquid 
2 (15.2 ounce) cans whole kernel corn, with liquid 
1 (14.5 ounce) can diced tomatoes with green chile peppers, with liquid 
1 (10 ounce) package frozen mixed vegetables 
4 cups water 
2 teaspoons ground cumin 
2 teaspoons chili powder 
salt and pepper to taste 

Crumble the ground beef into a large skillet over medium-high heat. Add the sausage, garlic and onion; cook and stir until the meat is no longer pink. Drain off grease, and transfer the contents of the skillet to a large pot. 


Pour the tomatoes into the pot with the meat, and stir in the potatoes, pinto beans, corn, diced tomatoes with chilies, mixed vegetables and water. Season with cumin, chili powder, salt and pepper. Cover, and simmer over medium-low heat for at least 1 hour. Stir occasionally. The longer this stew cooks, the better it gets. 


Blue Ridge Blackberry Lemon Bars

2 cups oats, either quick or old-fashioned (uncooked) 
2 cups Pillsbury BEST® All Purpose Flour 
1 1/4 cups light brown sugar, firmly packed 
1 cup walnuts, chopped and lightly toasted 
1 1/2 teaspoons ground cinnamon 
1/4 teaspoon grated nutmeg 
1 teaspoon grated lemon zest 
1/2 teaspoon salt 
2 tablespoons fresh lemon juice 
1 cup butter or margarine, chilled (cut into small pieces) 
Crisco® Original No-Stick Cooking Spray 
1 (12 ounce) jar Smucker's® Seedless Blackberry Jam 
powdered sugar, if desired 

DIRECTIONS


Heat oven to 325 degrees F. In a large mixing bowl toss together oats, flour, brown sugar, walnuts, cinnamon, nutmeg, lemon zest and salt until well blended. 
Sprinkle mixture with lemon juice, then with a pastry blender or two knives, cut in the butter pieces until mixture is crumbly. 
Spray a 9 x 13 inch baking pan with non-stick cooking spray. 
Reserve 2 cups of the oat mixture, then sprinkle remainder in pan, pressing with fingers to form a crust. 
Bake for about 10 minutes, or until set. Let cool slightly, then spread blackberry jam evenly over crust. 
Sprinkle evenly with reserved oat mixture, pressing down gently. 
Return to oven and bake for 15 to 20 minutes, or until crust is golden brown.

4) If for any reason, you learn of deception going on with any recipient(s), please report this privately to me with your evidence of deceit, for my further evaluation.  If I find there is substantial proof of deceit, they will NOT receive anything from OA.

5) We do NOT accept requests for oneself or for ones family for any reason. If you would like to submit someone else we would be happy to send a box to him or her if they have not already received one.

6) If we ship a box and it has an incorrect address and we find fraud we will ship the packages back to Online Angels and not deliver them anywhere else.

7) Due to the large number of requests that we receive we have set a limit of three (3) requests per volunteer/per person per month. This does not include the special projects, or places we ship to only loveghan boxes.

8) We are sorry but we do NOT offer any monetary donations to anyone under any circumstances, as we are non-profit.

9) We can NOT ship item(s) to other charities per someone(s) request. All items that come to Online Angels are the property of Online Angels and can NOT be re-directed to a certain destination requested by any one individual(s).  We can ship some of the item(s) a volunteer(s) sends in to charities or organizations that they recommend but they can NOT designate a specific item(s) to specific place(s).

10) OA does not sell, trade, or give away anyone's private information.  When asked for an email address, name, address, and phone number for our projects or loveghan boxes, your information remains private.

New PRP Program

Angels,
I know a lot of you have told me that you would be able to send
in your items or send more in if you had the postage money to spare
from your budgets.

I know we ask 15.00 to help defer some of the shipping costs and make
the rest up through private donations, goodsearch, mission fish, igive, livesearch and give, auctions, raffles, sales from volunteers, and
other programs that help give us funds to pay the bills.

I came up with an idea to help you send in your items through a new trial program we would like to start July 1st if the following criteria is met:

If you would goodsearch 1,500 times each time you use a label that is
your 15.00 paid in full without costing you anything, but your time.

I know it sounds like a lot of searches, but most use one label a
month. If you break down the 1,500 searches into 30 days you only need
to do roughly 50 searches a day.

We will use the honor system you MUST first do your 1500 searches or
1500 tickets before you can then request a label. 

When you cash in your tickets at livesearch you get an email with how
many tickets you donated and to what charity you gave your tickets
too, you can send that email to me to verify what was donated to OA.

You also may choose the option of half and half split such as:
Donate 750 tickets from livesearch and pay 7.50 yourself or you can
do 750 searches from goodsearch and pay 7.50 yourself.

We will do a trial on seeing how much we can raise in Goodsearch and Live Search from now till June 30th and if we see a Big enough
Increase in both or one that we will be able to pay for the larger bills, then we will then try a Trial program where you can search or play games to pay for your postage.

This would be a TRIAL program as long as we do NOT get behind with
large bills, and/or we have abuse of the program. If it runs smoothly
we will continue to allow you to use the pre-paid labels this way.
