Simply Awesome Baked Pork Chops

6 pork loin chops (3/4 in thick)

3 teaspoons butter

1 envelope onion soup mix

1 1/2 cups light cream
Brown chops in butter.

Place in baking dish.

Sprinkle with soup mix.

Pour cream over all.

Bake, tightly covered, at 375* for 45 minutes or until done.

6 servings

55 minutes 

(10 min prep, 45 min cooking)
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Broccoli Salad

1–2 head fresh broccoli (do not use frozen!)

1/2 cup red onions, chopped

1/2 lb bacon

2 1/2 tablespoons vinegar

1 cup Hellmann's mayonnaise

1/3 cup sugar

1 1/2 cups grated mozzarella cheese

Cook bacon (I make it easy and buy the already cooked bacon

in the refrigerator section) and crumble into pieces.

Chop up top of broccoli into bite size pieces.

Mix broccoli, onions, bacon and mozzarella in large bowl.

In separate bowl combine vinegar, sugar and mayo.

Pour over broccoli mixture and toss to coat.

Best if made a day ahead.

Chain 44

*HDC in second chain from the hook and in the next 6 stitches.

3 HDC in the next stitch (1st cluster formed)

HDC in the next 5 stitches.

3 HDC in the next stitch (2nd cluster formed)

HDC in the next 15 stitches.

3 HDC in the next stitch (3rd cluster formed)

HDC in the next 5 stitches

3 HDC in the next stitch (4th cluster formed)

HDC in the remaining 7 stitches to the end.

Chain 2 and turn.*

Repeat * * placing cluster in the center stitch of the cluster on the previous row.

4 row for preemie baby

6 rows for newborn baby

8 rows for large baby

HDC in each stitch until you reach the center stitch of 1st cluster.  Insert hook, yarn over and pull through loop. (You now have two loops on your hook).  Skip all stitches over to the center stitch of 2nd cluster, insert hook, yarn over and pull through. (You now have 3 loops on your hook).  Yarn over and pull through all three loops.*(First armhole formed)  HDC in each stitch over to the center stitch of 3rd cluster and repeat **. (Second armhole formed).  HDC in each stitch to the end.  Join to other side with a slip stitch to close.  Chain 2 and HDC in each stitch around joining with a slip stitch to close.*  Repeat ** until you have 3 rows.

Add single button at neck opening (in the back).  Embellish with bows, buttons, ribbon embroidery, etc.  If you like, edge neckline in SC around once.  This little dress can be sleeveless of you can add three rows of HDC in the armholes to form short sleeves.

Cut a matching print fat quarter in half lengthwise.  Sew ends together making a large tube.  Run gathering stitches along the top edge and gather.  Attached to crocheted bodice and hem bottom.

*HDC in second chain from the hook and in the next 6 stitches.

3 HDC in the next stitch (1st cluster formed)

HDC in the next 5 stitches.

3 HDC in the next stitch (2nd cluster formed)

HDC in the next 15 stitches.

3 HDC in the next stitch (3rd cluster formed)

HDC in the next 5 stitches

3 HDC in the next stitch (4th cluster formed)

HDC in the remaining 7 stitches to the end.

Chain 2 and turn.*

Repeat * * placing cluster in the center stitch of the cluster on the previous row.

4 row for preemie baby

6 rows for newborn baby

8 rows for large baby

HDC in each stitch until you reach the center stitch of 1st cluster.  Insert hook, yarn over and pull through loop. (You now have two loops on your hook).  Skip all stitches over to the center stitch of 2nd cluster, insert hook, yarn over and pull through. (You now have 3 loops on your hook).  Yarn over and pull through all three loops.*(First armhole formed)  HDC in each stitch over to the center stitch of 3rd cluster and repeat **. (Second armhole formed).  HDC in each stitch to the end.  

*Chain 2 and HDC in each stitch.*  Repeat for 10 rows.

Add buttons or ties for closure.  If you like, edge neckline in SC around once.  Add three rows of HDC in the armholes to form short sleeves.
