for it and made ten (10) squares from the skein then your squares are worth
approximately .23 cents each in PA. This would depend on your state tax as Pa is 6% sales tax.

3) You do NOT have to place a value on your items unless you want a receipt for tax purposes.
If you want a receipt for your tax purposes you must email me with your request and you must place a value on your item(s). If you would send a monetary donation, you will receive a receipt with the amount you donated.
4) If you request a receipt for your item(s) please specify if you would like one via email or 
snail mail. Otherwise they will just be sent out email.

5) Any item(s) that are received broken, stained, have holes in them will be thrown away and will not count as a received item(s). Please ask yourself if you will not use it, or wear it, nobody else will either.
6) If you have any question(s) regarding raffles or auctions with the auction website, your password you MUST email me, Mary Reinhart or Royce Reinhart as we are the only ones that can give you your password or fix the website.

 Cheese Topped Pork Chops


2 tbsp. flour
1/2 tsp. salt
1/2 tsp. paprika
1/8 tsp. pepper
1 egg, slightly beaten
4 pork chops
1/4 c. bread crumbs
1/4 c. grated Parmesan cheese
2-3 tbsp. oil
4 slices Mozzarella cheese

In small bowl, combine first 4 ingredients. In another bowl, beaten egg. Coat pork chops with seasoned flour, dip in egg and coat with bread crumbs and Parmesan cheese. In large skillet, brown chops in hot oil until golden brown. Continue cooking over medium heat 5-7 minutes or until done. After turning browned chops, top each with a slice of Mozzarella cheese, cover and heat until cheese begins to melt. 

Lemon Supreme Pie

1 unbaked deep dish pastry shell (9-inches)

 
Lemon Filling: (recipe follows) 
1-1/4 cups sugar divided 
6 tablespoons cornstarch 
1/2 teaspoon salt 
1-1/4 cups water 
2 tablespoons butter 
2 teaspoons grated lemon peel 
4-5 drops yellow food coloring optional 
1/2 cup fresh lemon juice 

Cream Cheese Filling: (recipe follows) 
2 packages cream cheese (one 8 ounces, one 3 ounces) softened 
3/4 cup confectioners' sugar 
1-1/2 cups Whipped topping 
1 tablespoon fresh lemon juice


Line unpricked pastry shell with a double thickness of heavy-duty foil. 
Bake at 450 degrees for 8 minutes.


Remove foil; bake 5 minutes longer. Cool on a wire rack.

In a saucepan, combine 3/4 cup sugar, cornstarch and salt. Stir in water; bring to a boil over medium-high heat. Reduce heat; add 
remaining sugar. Cook and stir for 2 minutes or until thickened and 
bubbly. Remove from the heat; stir in butter, lemon peel and food 
coloring if desired. Gently stir in lemon juice (do not overmix). 
Cool to room temperature, about 1 hour. Do not stir. In a mixing bowl, beat cream cheese and sugar until smooth. Fold in whipped topping and lemon juice. 

Refrigerate 1/2 cup for garnish. Spread remaining cream cheese mixture into shell; top with lemon 
filling. Chill overnight. 

Place reserved cream cheese mixture in a pastry bag with a #21 star tip; pipe stars onto pie. Store in the refrigerator.

Prep Time: 15 minutes
Cook Time: 20 minutes
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
