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Recipes

Mandarin Orange Chicken
 Prep Time: 20 Minutes
Cook Time: 25 Minutes
Ready In: 45 Minutes
Makes: 4 servings

Ingredients
1/4 cup all-purpose flour
4 skinless, boneless chicken breast halves - pounded to 1/4 inch thickness
2 tablespoons olive oil
2 tablespoons butter
1/3 cup hoisin sauce
1/3 cup orange juice
1 (11 ounce) can mandarin oranges, drained
1 tablespoon chopped green onions
1/4 cup chopped cashews

Directions 
1. Place flour in a small bowl. Dredge chicken in the flour to lightly coat. 

2. Heat olive oil and butter in a medium skillet over medium heat, and sauté the chicken breasts until no longer pink and juices run clear. Set aside, and keep warm. 

3. Stir hoisin sauce and orange juice into the skillet, and scrape up the browned bits. Mix in mandarin oranges, green onions, and cashews, Return chicken to the skillet. Continue cooking until all ingredients are heated through.

Impossibly Easy Calico Corn and Bacon Pie

8 slices bacon crisply cooked and crumbled about 1/2 cup

1 small onion chopped (1/4 cup)

1-8 ounce can (about) can whole kernel corn drained

2/3 cup Original or Reduced Fat Bisquick

1-cup milk

1/8-teaspoon pepper

2 eggs 

Sour cream if desired

Heat oven to 400ºF. Grease pie plate, 9 x 1 1/4 inches.  Reserve 2 tablespoons of the bacon.

Sprinkle remaining bacon, the onion, bell pepper, corn and pimientos in pie plate.  Stir the remaining ingredients except sour cream until blended.  Pour into pie plate.  Bake uncovered about 30 minutes or until knife inserted in center comes out clean.  Let stand 5 minutes before serving.  Garnish with sour cream and reserved bacon.  Makes 6-8 

servings.

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Patterns

Judith’s Easy Baby Hat - Crocheted

I wrote this pattern a long time ago, Judith Prindle

This can be used for charity sewing only.  

Hook Size G

Redheart Baby Soft Yarn or Bernat Softee Baby Yarn

Always working in the back loop of each stitch for ribbed effect. You also will be working in the same stitch as your turning chain through out. You just "ignore" the chain when you come to it, working only in the actual half double crochet.

Chain 36

Row 1: Half double crochet in second chain from hook and next 29 chains, single crochet in next chain, half double crochet in last 4 chains. 

(34 half double crochet and 1 single crochet stitches). 

Chain 2 and turn.

Row 2: Half double crochet in same stitch as turning chain, half double in next 3 stitches, chain 1 and skip the single crochet, half double crochet in next 30 stitches. 

(34 half double crochet and 1 chain).

Chain 2 and turn.

Row 3: Half double crochet in same stitch as turning chain 2 and in next 29 stitches, single crochet in hole made by chain 1 loop, half double crochet in next 4 stitches. 

(34 half double crochet and 1 single crochet.) 

Chain 2 and turn.

Repeat rows 2 and 3 for a total of 34 rows, except on last row do a slipstitch in the single crochet. Sew up seam. 

Make a chain of 50-55 stitches or cut a length of ribbon to thread through eyelet holes. Tie in a bow. This opening can allow for wires if needed while baby is in the hospital. 

I have a bootie pattern to match but haven’t written it up yet. You might wonder why I crochet in the same stitch as the turning chain 2. For me, I like the way it looks, plus I think it makes the edge stretchier.
Ginnie’s Walker Bag

I cut 2 pieces of fabric 17" x 18".  You also need to cut 5 pieces about 1 1/2" x 18".  Then fold each of the big ones in half, right sides together, making 17" x 9".  Sew the side seams of each and turn. Take the long, skinny pieces and fold the long side to the center and then fold it again.  Stitch down the middle and cut in half, making two 9" pieces.  Pin 1 piece on either side of each seam and space the other four across from each other, spaced evenly from the ends and the center.  Put the two pouches right sides together and sew, leaving a space to turn.  Turn, and topstitch all around. Then I turn the whole thing inside out and flatten the bottom corners and stitch across the point to make a nice bottom shape.  

Turn right side out and you are done.  You could also stitch from top to bottom if you want to make sections.

The patterns I found on the Internet did not work for the local nursing home.  They were too big and much too long.
