Unspoken Request
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Patterns

Scrubbies

Makes 3

Material:  1 yard of any color Nylon Net, preferably soft (only for the hands)

Size J Hook

Cut material into 2-inch strips.  You use 6 per scrubby. Tie 2 strips together, ch 5 Sl st to make circle, crochet in each space two sc.  At the end of the second strip tie 3, 4, and 5.  Crochet in each space one sc. At the end of the fifth strip tie #6.  Crochet in every other space sc, making sure that your tied ends are tucked inside.  Any left from the 6th strip,

tuck inside.

Trinity Stitch Shawl

Pattern as given fits adults.  To male a child’s shawl, bind off when desired length from center point is reached.

MATERIALS   5 four oz skeins of worsted weight yarn. One 29” circular needle size 10 ½

INSTRUCTIONS   Cast on 3 stitches.

ROW 1   K1, YO, KPK, YO, K1. KPK  - knit 1, purl 1, knit 1 all in the same stitch

ROW 2   Purl all stitches.

ROW 3    K 1.  YO.  KPK in next stitch,  P 3 sts together, KPK in next stitch, YO, K 1.

ROW 4   Purl all stitches.  (Right side of work)

ROW 5    K 1, YO, KPK in next stitch, * P 3 tog, KPK in next stitch.*Repeat steps between *’s over and over across row until 1 stitch remains.   End row with K 1, YO.  Repeat rows 4 and 5 over and over until there are 70 yarn overs along each side edge. End with completion of a purl row. Bind off in pattern stitch  - treating each st in KPK as separate to bind off.

FRINGE   Cut strands of yarn 12” long.  You will need approximately 500 lengths of yarn.  Holding 3 pieces of yarn together at a time, fold in half, matching ends evenly.  Pull loop through a yarn over with a crochet hook and pull ends through loop, drawing tight.  Put fringe in each yarn over up both sides and in bottom of lower point. 
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
