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Brown Sugar Cherry Cookies

      2 c  packed brown sugar

    1/2 lb butter

      2 ea eggs, beaten

  1 1/2 ts baking soda

    1/2 c  warm water

      4 c  flour

    1/2 ts salt

      1 ts vanilla

      2 c  cherry pie filling

Heat oven to 400 degrees.  Beat sugar and butter; add eggs and mix together.  Dissolve baking soda in the warm water and add alternately with flour, salt, and vanilla.  Drop dough by teaspoonfuls onto greased cookie sheet, press center with thumb.  Fill center with 1/2 teaspoon of cherry pie filling.  Top each cookie with 1/2-teaspoon cookie dough. This will spread on top and the cherry will show through. Very pretty cookie. Bake 10 to 12 minutes.

Buttermilk Pie

3 tbsp. unsalted butter

1 1/4 c. sugar
3 eggs

1 tbsp. Flour

1/2 c. buttermilk
1 tsp. vanilla extract

1 (9") pie shell, unbaked

Preheat oven to 300 degrees. In mixing bowl, cream butter and sugar.  Stir in eggs, flour, buttermilk and vanilla. Pour into pie shell. Bake until tip of a knife comes out clean when inserted in the center, about 45 minutes to 1 hour. Cool slightly before serving. Serves 8.

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Easy Crocheted Mittens
 

Submitted by Gloria

Use 4-ply yarn, size G hook or the size required to get the correct gauge. Always pick up the back loop of the stitch, except for the 1st and last stitch on the end and beginning of each row. Here you pick up both the front and back loops of the stitch. Gauge: 4sc= 1 inch.
 

To finish mitten, all sizes: Fold mitten, slip stitch mitten, with edges together all around including across finger tips and around the bottom of the cuff.
 

Abbriviations: 
 

Sc = single crochet
Sl = slip stitch
Ch = chain
Sk = skip
Sts = stitches
 

Size 1. Length of hand 31/4”
Ch 55.work 8 sc, 4 sl, 13 sc, 4 sl. 8 sc, ch 1 and turn. Make 8 rows. Thumb:. 8 sc, 4 sl, 5 sc, ch 11, sk 20 sts, 5 sc, 4 sl, 8 sc, ch 1 and turn. 8 sc, 4 sl, 9 sc, 3 sl, 9 sc, 4 sl, 8 sc. Make 3 rows. Close Mitten.
 

Size 2. Length of hand 31/2”
Ch 59, 9 sc, 4 sl, 14 sc, 4 sl, 14 sc, 4 sl, 9 sc, ch 1 and turn. Make 9 rows. Thumb: 9 sc, 4 sl, 5 sc, ch 11, sk 22 sts, 5 sc, 4 sl, 9 sc, ch 1 and turn. 9 sc, 4 sl, 9 sc, 3 sl, 9 sc, 4 sl, 9 sc. Make 3 rows and close mitten.
 

Size 3 Length of hand 33/4”
Ch 65. 10 sc, 5 sl, 15 sc, 4 sl, 15 sc, 5 sl, 10 sc, ch 1 and turn. Make 9 rows. Thumb: 19 sc, 5 sl, 5 sc, ch 11, sk 24 sts, 5 sc, 5 sl. 10 sc, ch 1 and turn. 10 sc, 5 sl, 9 sc, 3 sl, 9 sc, 5 sl, 10 sc. Make 3 rows. Close mitten.
 

Size 4. Length of hand  4”
Ch 69. 10 sc, 6 sl, 16 sc, 4 sl, 16 sc, 6 sl, 10 sc. Make 10 rows. Thumb. 10 sc, 6 sl, 6 sc, ch 13, sk 24 sts, 6 sc, 10 sc. Ch 1 and turn. 10 sc, 6 sl, 11 sc, 3 sl, 11 sc, 6 sl, 10 sc. Make 3 rowa. Close mitten.
 

Size 5. Length of hand 41/2”
Ch 75. 11 sc, 6 sl, 18 sc, 4 sl, 18 sc, 6 sl, 11 sc, ch I and turn. Make 10 rows. Thumb: 11 sc, 6 sl, 6 sc, ch 13, sk 28 sts, 6 sc, 6 sl, 11 sc, ch 1 and turn. 11 sc, 6 sl, 11 sc, 3 sl, 11 sc, 6 sl, 11 sc. Make 3 rows. Close mitten.
  

Size 6. Length of hand 5”
Ch 83. 12 sc, 6 sl, 20 sc, 6 sl, 20 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. Make 11 rows. Thumb: 12 sc, 6 sl, 8 sc, ch 17, sk 30 sts, 8 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. 12 sc, 6 sl, 15 sc, 3 sl, 15 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc. Make 4 rows. Close mitten.
 

Size 7. Length of hand 5 ½”
Ch 87. 12 sc, 6 sl, 22 sc, 6 sl, 22 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. Make 12 rows. Thumb: 12 sc, 6 sl, 9 sc, ch 19, sk 32 sts, 9 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch1 and turn. 12 sc, 6 sl, 17 sc, 3 sl, 17 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc. Make 4 rows. Close mitten.
  

Size 8. Length of hand 6”
Ch 91. 12 sc, 6 sl, 24 sc, 6 sl, 24 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. Make 12 rows Thumb: 12 sc, 6 sl, 9 sc, ch 19, sk 36 sts, 9 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. 12 sc, 6 sl, 17 sc, 3 sl, 17 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc. Make 4 rows.  Close mitten.
 

Size 9. Length of hand 6 ½”
Ch 95. 12 sc, 6 sl, 26 sc, 6 sl, 26 sc,  6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. Make 12 rows. Thumb: 12 sc, 6 sl, 10 sc, ch 21, sk 38 sts, 10 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn.  12 sc, 6 sl, 19 sc, 3 sl, 19 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc. Make 4 rows. Close mitten.
 

Size 10. Length of hand 7”
Ch 99. 12 sc, 6 sl, 28 sc, 6 sl, 28 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. Make 12 rows. Thumb: 12 sc, 6 sl, 10 sc, ch 21, sk 42 sts, 10 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. 12 sc, 6 sl, 19 sc, 3 sl, 19 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc. Make 4 rowa. Close mitten.
 

Size 11. Length of hand 71/2”
Ch 103. 12 sc, 6 sl, 30 sc, 6 sl, 30 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. Make 13 rows. Thumb: 12 sc, 6 sl, 11 sc, ch 23, sk 44 sts, 11 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. 12 sc, 6 sl, 21 sc, 3 sl, 21 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc. Make 4 rows. Close mitten.
 

Size 12. Length of hand 8”
Ch 107. 12 sc, 6 sl, 32 sc, 6 sl, 32 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. Make 13 rows. Thumb: 12 sc, 6 sl, 11 sc, ch 23, sk 48 sts, 11 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc, ch 1 and turn. 12 sc, 6 sl, 21 sc, 3 sl, 21 sc, 6 sl, 12 sc. Make 4 rows. Close mitten.
