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Cyndi’s Diaper Cover(2001

For Preemie:
Use G crochet hook and hdc throughout

For Newborn:
Use H or I hook and dc throughout

For Toddler:

Use J or K hook and dc throughout

Chain 25

Row 1:  HDC in each stitch across. (24 stitches) Chain 2 and turn.

Row 2-3: HDC in each stitch across.  Chain 2 and turn.

Row 4:  (this begins the decreasing rows) Decrease over first 2 stitches.  HDC in rest of stitches until the end and decrease over the last two stitches of the row.

Repeat row 4 until you have 10 stitches left in the final row.

HDC in each of the 10 stitches for 3 rows (this forms the crotch of the cover).

(This begins the increasing rows)  2 HDC in first stitch.  HDC in each stitch except last stitch where you will place 2 HDC in last stitch.

Continue as above, increasing each row until you end up with your original 25 stitches.

SC around all edges with same yarn or contrasting yarn to finish off nicely.  Sew a button to front corners and fasten through the back in the necessary space between stitches to fit baby securely.
