If you want a receipt for your tax purposes you must email me with your request and you must 
place a value on your item(s). If you would send a monetary donation, you will receive a receipt with the amount you donated.

3) If you request a receipt for your item(s) please specify if you would like one via email or 
snail mail. Otherwise they will just be sent out email.

4) Any item(s) that are received broken, stained, have holes in them will be thrown away 
and will not count as a received item(s). Please ask yourself if you will not use it, or wear it
then nobody else will either.

5) If you have any question(s) regarding raffles or auctions with the auction website, your password you MUST email me, Mary Reinhart at  or Royce Reinhart at  as we are the only ones that can give you your password or fix the website.

All auction item(s) and raffle item(s) purchases do NOT count as a donation as you receive
items for your purchases.

Strawberry Filled Pancakes 

Filling: 
1 cup sour cream 
1 cup softened cream cheese 
1/4 cup powdered sugar 
1 tsp. vanilla 
1/4 cup strawberry jam

Make pancakes. Keep pancakes warm with waxed paper between layers on a cookie sheet in a 200 degree oven. Mix all filling ingredients in 
medium bowl with electric mixer. Spread 1 T. filling on each pancake and fold over. Place 3 filled pancakes on each plate, sprinkle with powdered sugar and top with fresh strawberries.

Artichoke Dip
Makes 5 cups

1 c mayo
1 c grated parmesan cheese
2 (6.5 oz) jars marinated artichoke hearts, drained
2 c shredded mozzarella cheese
1 1/2 tsp. garlic powder
1 tsp. paprika

Preheat oven to 350 degrees. In large bowl mix mayo, cheeses, 
artichokes, and garlic powder. Transfer the mixture to an 8x8 baking 
dish. Bake 30 minutes or until lightly browned and bubbly. Sprinkle 
with paprika and serve warm.

Tomato and Spinach Pasta Toss

2c penne pasta
1/2 lb Italian sausage casings removed
1 pkg baby spinach
1 can diced tomatoes with basil, garlic, and oregano, undrained
1 c Shredded Mozzarella cheese
2T Parmesan cheese

Cook pasta as directed. Meanwhile crumble and cook meat in a large 
skillet. Cook on M-H heat until cooked thoroughly. Drain. Add 
spinach and tomatoes with juice and cook until spinach is wilted (2 min). Drain pasta and and add sausage, spincach mixture. Sprinkle with both 
cheeses.


APRICOT PECAN CHICKEN
4 chicken breast halves, skinned & boned

1/4 c. broken pecans (or walnut or slivered almonds)

2 tbsp. margarine

1/3 c. apricot preserves

1 tbsp. vinegar

1/4 tsp. ground ginger

Rinse chicken and pat dry. In large skillet melt margarine and then add chicken and nuts. Cook over medium heat for 8 to 10 minutes,

turning occasionally. Transfer chicken breasts to serving platter,

reserving juices in skillet. Keep chicken warm. To prepare glaze:

Stir preserves, vinegar and ginger into reserved juices in skillet.

Cook and stir over medium heat for 1 to 2 minutes, until mixture is

heated through. Spoon glaze over chicken and serve
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
