2) If you are going to place a value on your item(s) for tax purposes to receive a receipt you cannot place an exuberant value on your items. You MUST have a fair market value of your items. For example if you have a 8 ounce skein of yarn that you paid 2.17 plus tax
for it and made ten (10) squares from the skein then your squares are worth
approximately .23 cents each in PA. This would depend on your state tax as Pa is 6% sales tax.

3) You do NOT have to place a value on your items unless you want a receipt for tax purposes.
If you want a receipt for your tax purposes you must email me with your request and you must place a value on your item(s). If you would send a monetary donation, you will receive a receipt with the amount you donated.
4) If you request a receipt for your item(s) please specify if you would like one via email or 
snail mail. Otherwise they will just be sent out email.

5) Any item(s) that are received broken, stained, have holes in them will be thrown away and will not count as a received item(s). Please ask yourself if you will not use it, or wear it, nobody else will either.
6) If you have any question(s) regarding raffles or auctions with the auction website, your password you MUST email me, Mary Reinhart or Royce Reinhart as we are the only ones that can give you your password or fix the website.
All auction item(s) and raffle item(s) purchases do NOT count as a donation as you receive
items for your purchases. Donations of item(s) Online Angels receive is without any monetary consideration made.

Apple Cobblestone Cookies 

2 tablespoons lemon juice 
1 tablespoon ground cinnamon 
2 cups chopped apples 
2 cups quick cooking oats 
1/2 cup raisins 
1/4 cup unsifted flour 
1 (14-ounce) can Sweetened Condensed Milk (NOT evaporated milk)

 Preheat oven to 350º. In small bowl, sprinkle lemon juice and cinnamon over apples; toss. Set aside.

In large bowl, combine oats, raisins and flour. Add apple mixture and sweetened condensed milk; mix well. Drop by rounded teaspoonfuls onto greased baking sheets.


Bake 8 to 10 minutes or until lightly browned. Immediately remove from baking sheet. Store loosely covered.

Hot Chicken Sandwiches (Crock pot)
3 lb. can of boneless chicken, undrained
2 sleeves of Ritz type crackers, crushed
1 can of cream of chicken soup (or use cream of celery)
Salt and pepper to taste.


Put all the ingredients in a crockpot. Heat until hot ( 2-3 hours on high). Serve on hamburger buns. Serves 24.

J hook
Regular worsted yarn (I used RH super saver)
Lion brand fun fur or fancy fur

With your regular ww yarn : Chain 4 and join to make a ring.
Rnd 1: Chain 3 (counts as 1 dc), 11 dc in the ring (12dc total). Join.
Rnd 2: Chain 3, dc in same st, 2 dc in each st around, join. (24 dc)
Rnd 3: chain 3, 2dc in next st, *dc in next st, 2dc in next st* 
around, join. (36 dc)
Rnds 4-9: ch 3, dc in each st around, join. (36 dc)
At the end of rnd 9, end off your regular ww yarn. Join your fancy 
fur/fun fur.
Rnd 10 and 11: ch 3, dc in each st around, join (36 dc)
End off. Weave in your ends. This hat should fit a kid/teenager.
You can also do the ww yarn as a variegated and make the fun fur a 
matching tone. Or, you could do the fun fur completely different to 
make it like a "brim".
