Cyndi’s Super Quick Baby Cardigan

(2003 Cyndi Peters

Sweater Back

Chain 40

Row 1-4 HDC in each stitch, chain 2 and turn except last row.  Last row bind off at end of row.

Skip 10 stitches.  Insert yarn, chain 2.  HDC in same stitch and in each of the next 19 stitches for a total of 20 stitches.  Do not work any stitches in the remaining 10 stitches.  Repeat for 8-10 rows.

Sweater Front (make 2 to form a cardigan front)

Chain 20

Row 1-4 HDC in each stitch, chain 2 and turn except last row.  Last row bind off at end of row.

Skip 10 stitches.  Insert yarn, chain 2.  HDC in same stitch and in each of the next 9 stitches for a total of 10 stitches.  Do not work any stitches in the remaining 10 stitches.  Repeat for 8-10 rows.

Assembly

Whipstitch side seams, underarm seams and shoulder seams, leaving about 6 stitches at the cent not stitched to form neck opening,

Insert yarn at top of front and SC down one side, around sides, back, other side and up the opposite front side, continuing around the neck opening.  Repeat.  Add tie closures made from yarn chains or attach buttons securely.

Headband

Chain 6.  HDC in each stitch, chain 2.  Repeat until the desired circumference.  Slip stitch to join forming the headband.  Add crocheted flower or purchased ribbon decoration making sure it is attached securely.
