Round 1:
 

1.) Make your chain, 

2.) Join with a slip stitch to make the circle,

3.) Do 3 single crochets,

4.)  (((Chain2, do 3 DCs))) till you have 4 sets of ch2 and 4 sets of 3dc.

5.)  Ch2,

 You should now have 3 SCs, 4 sets of 3dc and 5 sets of ch2

6.) SL st to the first sc. ch3, Turn,
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Round 2:
Rnd. 1: we left at:   sl st to sc, ch3, turn,
 

This next image is of round 2 and shows from left to right,

Like how it looks when you're working the pattern.

The first stitch that you see in lavender is the ch3, turn.

 

The tail is at the end of round 2.

 

 

Rnd. 2:

1.)  3dc in the first ch2 sp.

2.)  Ch1, Do corner cluster in next ch2 sp. 

        Corner cluster is (3dc, ch2, 3dc)
 

3.) Ch1, Do corner cluster in next ch2 sp.

4.) Ch1, Do corner cluster in next ch2 sp. 

5.) Ch1, 1dc in last ch2 sp.

6.) Ch3, turn
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Round3:

At round 2 we left at ch3, turn,
 

Round 3:

 

1.) Do 3 dc's in the next ch2 sp.

2.) Do a corner cluster in the next ch2 space.

3.) Do a reg. cluster (3 dc in the next space).

 

4.) Do a corner cluster in the next ch2 space.

5.) Do a reg. cluster (3 dc in the next space).

 

6.) Do a corner cluster in the next ch2 space.

7.) Do a reg. cluster (3 dc in the next space).

 

 8.) 1 dc in the next space, next to the ch3 of the previous row

 9.) Ch3, turn

 

Continue on after ch3, turn--
The beginning of each round is 
3dcs in the first space.
Continue on as usual for a granny square,
 

Then the end of each round is 
 1 dc in the next space, next to the ch3 of the previous row.
 

After 6 rounds (or the size of your liking)
When you're at the end of the last round,
Make a chain of 40 for the first tie, sew in the tail,
Then on the other side of the piece start a chain of 40 for the other tie.
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
